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MK 2 - Living variations
This kitchen has two sides to it: Sometimes it is a working kitchen and other
times it is a kitchen for living in. Sometimes it shows its kitchen library and
the TV-set and at other times it is the kitchen appliances and the kitchen
office that can be seen. The generously proportioned sliding doors make it
all possible. The combination of black glass fronts and white smooth lacquer
makes a striking design statement.

MK 3

A symphony of high gloss, diamond white lacquer with skilfully worked
American walnut veneer and stainless steel sliding doors: This is the
accomplished approach to design we have come to expect from Warendorf.
Its neo-classical effect is reinforced by the pure lines of the niche light wall and
the bistro-like lean-to counter in walnut.

»Library« kitchen in Classic material combination

The »Library« is the antithesis of the traditional kitchen with its wrap-around
book shelves and bookish ladder which glides on a profile around the front of
the projecting central block. Philippe Starck’s intention is to combine culture
and food in the domestic kitchen. The niche is clad in chrome with a matching
chrome profile. Visually, this connects it to the chrome trumpet feet on the
functional table.

This kitchen and its sophisticated material mix consisting of fine-grained
cherry mahogany and stainless steel is complemented by a selection of
different functional tables — a dining table with illuminated marble top, a
working table with integrated sink and adjoining hob. This arrangement makes
it easy to clean the hob by rinsing it with the spray tap. The twin chrome
trumpet feet supporting the functional tables are a defining touch from
designer Philippe Starck.

»Primary« speaks the unmistakeable language of neo-baroque design with
its surround in yellow mirrored glass featuring etched details and playful
wall fixtures. Stainless steel base units, shelves and niche cladding provide a
contrast to the yellow glass. The shiny chrome profile framing the niche cut-
out reinforces the mirror effect of the fronts and the modestly proportioned
elements are given additional emphasis. This Philippe Starck design shows
that exceptionally creative design can come in small units as the picture
shows.

Included in the range is a stainless steel tall unit with yellow mirrored niche
frame and a bar table with yellow mirror top, etched decoration and polished
chrome trumpet foot.

This freestanding kitchen island is a prime example of high-tech elegance. The
cool effect of the stainless steel fronts is softened by the cream white smooth
lacquer used for the niche panels and side-mounted shelves. This furniture
concept can be employed to fulfil two different functions. As a generously
dimensioned room divider with a practical reach through space, it can be
accessed from both sides. Alternatively, when positioned against a wall, its
impressive depth of 1 m and the roomy central space of 2.4 m x 0.88 m give
it a monumental feel. The contrast between the cream white of the shelf
elements and the stainless steel fronts gives the design additional emphasis.

This kitchen »monolith« is accompanied by a functional table with two chrome
trumpet feet and a table-top stainless steel sink. The table extends out from
below the sink and can also be used as a dining table.

Philippe Starck refers to his »towers« as the secret ingredient of his design
combinations. This is where kitchen design is turned completely on its head
by reducing it to just two towers and a functional table. The »hot« and »cold«
tower units have a footprint of just 95 x 95 cm each and a height of 2.3 m.
They rotate through 340° and constantly change the way the room looks
depending on whether a chalk board, a wine rack or a flat screen television

is integrated into the rear wall. The hot and cold appliances are integrated
behind the tall unit doors. Next to them is additional storage space comprising
specially designed shelves, crockery racks and food storage.

Here the functional table is set up as a work and dining island with the creative
hob and sink combination at one end and the worktop and dining area at the
other. It is supported by the trademark Philippe Starck trumpet feet.
